SELECTS OFFICERS, COMMITTEE HEADS
(Friday, Jan. 14, 2011; Tumon, Guam) Guam Visitors Bureau (GVB) welcomed new elected and appointed board members to its meeting on Thursday, where the bureau’s representative body selected officers and appointed committee chairmen.
