GVB TO HOLD AUDITIONS FOR UPCOMING 

CHILDREN’S HAFA ADAI FASHION SHOW

(Friday, Oct. 29, 2010; Tumon, Guam) Guam Visitors Bureau (GVB) in conjunction with Agana Shopping Center (ASC) will be holding open auditions for children and teens (ages 5-16 years) on Sunday, Nov. 7, from 1-3 p.m., for those interested in joining an upcoming Håfa Adai Friday Fashion Show.
The idea behind Håfa Adai Fridays first emerged with a proclamation by the late Governor Ricardo J. Bordallo, who sought to inspire residents to integrate mumus and mestizas into the Friday work attire in all Government of Guam agencies. 
Now, a modern twist on Håfa Adai Fridays has become part of the Håfa Adai Pledge, offering a different approach to the late governor’s initiative. GVB has worked with local businesses – and now schools – to incorporate island-inspired attire and accessories. Traditional Chamorro symbols including the sinahi necklace made from the hima clam and jewelry made from the spondylus shell are just two examples.

“While our Håfa Adai Pledge program was founded in an effort to involve our local businesses, it has garnered a lot of interest from within our government, military, and now to schools,” said GVB Deputy General Manager Ernie Galito. “We want to hold another fashion show geared toward helping our younger population – the schoolchildren – incorporate our unique island culture into what they wear everyday too.”

The first Håfa Adai Fridays fashion show, geared toward adult clothing, took place on Aug. 28 in the center court at Micronesia Mall in partnership with Macy’s. Since then, four schools have committed to the Hafa Adai Pledge, incorporating 620 students into the program.

The Håfa Adai Friday fashion show will be taking place in the center court of the Agana Shopping Center on Sunday, Nov. 28, from 2-4 p.m.
