LANE CLOSURES IN EFFECT ON SUNDAY
FOR GUAM KO’KO’ KIDS FUN RUN

(Wednesday, March 16, 2011; Tumon, Guam) With 200 to 300 children expected for the 2nd Annual Guam Ko’ko’ Kids Fun Run on Sunday, March 20, Guam Visitors Bureau (GVB) is planning to close the right southbound lane on Pale San Vitores Road from the GVB Office to Hilton Guam Resort & Spa.

The event, modeled after the larger Guam Ko’ko’ Road Race held annually in October, will take place at Gov. Joseph Flores Memorial Park (Ypao Beach) at 8 a.m. (showtime). The lane closure will be in effect from 8 a.m. to about 10:30 a.m.

“We’d like to ask cooperation from all of our motorists and tour operators in Tumon, as we try to promote physical fitness among our children as well as raise awareness for the Guam Ko’ko’,” said GVB General Manager Gerald S.A. Perez.

Following the event, participants will enjoy refreshments, a fiesta-style lunch, raffle prizes and an awards ceremony. An interactive cultural fair, Todo Chamoru, will also be on site courtesy of the Department of Education Chamorro Studies and Special Projects Division (DOE-CSSPD), and the Council on the Arts and Humanities (CAHA).

Children and families will be able to learn how to sing and speak in Chamoru, how to weave coconut leaves, grate and husk a coconut, throw a talåya, learn how to play the bilembåotuyan, and more.
