 HÅFA ADAI PLEDGE SIGNING SET FOR THURSDAY, APRIL 14 

(Wednesday, April 13, 2011; Tumon, Guam) With more than 15,000 participating employees and students, the Guam Visitors Bureau (GVB) continues to build support for the Håfa Adai pledge program by signing several food court vendors from Guam Premier Outlets to the program at a ceremony on Thursday, April 14.

All 13 restaurateurs including Aji Ichi (GPO), Café Torino, Charley’s Steakery, China Wok, FROOTS (GPO), Imperial Garden, KFC Guam (GPO), Mongo Mongo Mongolian BBQ, Panda King, Sbarros (GPO), Subway Guam (GPO), Sundance Restaurant, and Taco Bell Guam (GPO) will sign at 10 a.m. in the GPO Food Court. 

The group represents the mall’s first retailers to join the program. In the coming weeks, all 79 stores will sign pledges to incorporate the Chamorro culture in everyday office practices. The commitment differs with each participant based on corporate guidelines, business practices and goals. It can mean integrating simple gestures like greeting fellow employees or customers with “Håfa Adai” and displaying the Guam brand signature mark on business letterhead, or as extensive as adopting a Chamorro language instruction program for employees. Many companies have adopted Håfa Adai Fridays, and increased their support of local handicrafts and performing artists. 
“This is the first step in a major milestone for our program,” said GVB Acting General Manager Joann Camacho. “Pretty soon, our visitors will be able to feel and see the Håfa Adai spirit as soon as they walk into Guam Premier Outlets. We want that to happen all over our island, and this is a great start.”
