The Tamuning and Agat murals mark the sixth and seventh completed projects in the “We Are Guam” branding initiative. Altogether, 19 murals will be created in each of the island’s villages.

“This project has generated a lot of attention and a lot of community pride,” said GVB Deputy Director Ernie A. Galito. “Each village has put their unique touch on their mural – from the artwork on old homes in Inarajan to the pictures contained inside the letters of ‘Barrigada.’ This is a great project. We look forward to seeing it through to completion.”
