(Tuesday, June 8, 2010; Tumon, Guam) Although many of Guam’s villages have already completed their own unique “We Are Guam” mural through the Guam Branding Initiative, Guam Visitors Bureau (GVB) is still looking for more artists.

Village mayors, their municipal councils and GVB are on the lookout for artists in Talofofo, Agana Heights and Yona to help with each respective village mural. Artworks will showcase the unique history of each place, icons, and landmarks, and help instill a sense of place for residents.

Although GVB and village mayors prefer artists work on murals in their resident villages, it’s not a requirement. A stipend is paid to artists for their work.

“This project has really gained popularity for a couple of reasons,” said GVB Acting General Manager Ernie A. Galito. “They’re beautiful additions to each of the villages, and they offer a chance for communities to pull together for a common cause. This is really uniting people across the island.”

Murals for Agat, Tamuning, Piti, Asan-Maina, and MongMong-Toto-Maite are currently under way, while artwork in Mangilao, Yigo, Barrigada, Hagåtña, and Inarajan are already completed.

For details on the project, interested artists should contact the respective village mayor’s office and they should be prepared to show work samples.

Paint and supplies for each mural are provided by local hardware store Benson and the Mikel I.V. Tan Foundation. Manpower behind each mural production will consist of community volunteers, children participating in village programs, and the mayor’s staff.
