The mural artwork, designed by local artist Roland Miranda, is the eighth village mural unveiling in the “We Are Guam” branding initiative series.

“I’m very pleased with the turnout of our village mural,” said Piti Mayor Ben Gumataotao. “When we get together as a village to beautify our home, it’s a great feat. This is definitely a source for village pride.”

The Piti mural, the first of two planned by Miranda, focuses on the village’s surrounding ocean and marine life because it’s “never far away,” he said.

“Murals are being unveiled every week,” said GVB Acting General Manager Ernie A. Galito. “It’s an honor for us to be a part of island-wide projects that have brought and continue to bring the community together in this way. Our community is expressing the charms of each village in a collective effort. These projects help identify Guam as a unique place to visit.”
