GVB REACHING OUT TO VETERANS 
FOR 66TH LIBERATION DAY FESTIVITIES

(Friday, June 4, 2010; Tumon, Guam) Guam Visitors Bureau (GVB) is reaching out to off-island veterans who participated in the liberation of Guam from Japanese forces in World War II in hopes of having them return for the island’s 66th Liberation Day festivities this year.

Many veterans already in the GVB database have been sent letters, but others are being sought to join in the traditional island parade and celebration on July 21.

“We would like another opportunity to thank these brave men for the courage and heroism they displayed so long ago,” said GVB General Manager Gerald S.A. Perez. “It would be a unique opportunity for them to return to Guam and see how much our island has changed since 1944. Inviting them to be a part of our Liberation Day parade and accompanying festivities is just one of the ways we can show our gratitude for their service.”

Although cost for air travel, accommodations, and some meals will be at the expense of the servicemen, GVB will work closely with hotel, rental car and restaurant partners to secure accommodations, discounted meals, and tours.

Liberation Day festivities will begin with the annual carnival at Chamorro Village later this month. Dates have yet to be confirmed by the Mayors’ Council.

“Ideally, we’d love to have these veterans come for a visit at least a week prior to Liberation Day on July 21, then stay a day or two afterward,” Perez said. “We want to make sure they’re able to experience the restaurants, a relaxing day on the beach, the water activities of their choice, maybe a tour of the southern part of the island – all the things they didn’t get to do before.”
